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Introduction

During the 2003-2004 school year a Social Studies Curriculum Review Committee was
established. The members of the committee were chosen from the social studies teachers in the
Kettle Moraine Lutheran Federation of Schools (KMLFS). The task of this committee was to
develop a Social Studies curriculum that will provide the KMLFS with a unified plan of
development for our K-12 students of KMLFS.

In the KMLFS Academic Standards for Social Studies, you will find headings for the five
content areas in Social Studies: Geography, History, Political Science and Citizenship,
Economics, and Behavioral Science. Under each of these content areas you will see the Content
Standard, Rationale for Study, and Performance Standards to be achieved by the end of Fourth
Grade, Eight Grade and Twelfth Grade. The final section of the document provides a checklist
that contains simplified points derived from the Performance Standards. The checklist is
designed to be used by individual teachers and/or entire staffs to compare and evaluate what is
being taught with the desired Content Standards for the State of Wisconsin and the KMLFES.

The KMLFS Academic Standards for Social Studies are similar in form and substance to the
Wisconsin Model Academic Standards for Social Studies. The purpose for this is two fold:

1) With a scholastic and professional source available, the committee had no desire to “reinvent
the wheel.” 2) The committee also felt that by maintaining the form similar to that of the
Department of Public Instruction; prospective families, current students’ families, and teachers
can easily compare and contrast the academic standards in Lutheran schools to that of the Public
Schools. In such a format it will be clear that our Lutheran Schools teach all the content of our
public schools, yet we teach that content in the light of God’s Word.

Definition

‘Social Studies’ is the title used to describe the study of the social sciences and humanities.
Within the curriculum, social studies provides coordinated, systematic study of information,
skills, and concepts from the disciplines of history, geography, political science, economics,
anthropology, psychology, law, archaeology, and sociology with attention also given to
connections among the peoples and nations of the world, the effect of science and technology on
society, and the ways to practice good citizenship. Social studies help young people develop the
knowledge and skills necessary to make informed decisions as citizens of a culturally diverse,
democratic society in an interdependent world. (State of Wisconsin Department of Public
Instruction. March 12, 2004)
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A. Geography: People, Places, and Environments

Content Standard
Students in the KML Federation will learn about the geography of God’s creation through the
study of the relationships among people, places, and environments.

Rationale

Students gain geographical perspectives on God’s world by studying the earth and the
interactions of people with places where they live, work, and play. Knowledge of geography
helps students to address the various cultural, economic, social, and civic implications of life in
earth’s many environments. In the KML Federation schools, the content, concepts, and skills
related to geography may be taught in units and courses that deal with geography, history, global
studies, anthropology, sociology, psychology, current events, and world religions.

B. History: Time, Continuity, and Change

Content Standard
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Students in the KML Federation will learn about God’s guiding hand directing the history of
Wisconsin, the United States, and the world. The students will, in the light of Scripture examine
change and continuity over time in order to develop historical perspective, explain historical
relationships, and analyze issues that affect the present and the future.

Rationale

Students need to understand that history is HIS story. With that understanding, students will see
how God’s guiding hand has directed past events that have shaped their world. Students must
know what life was like in the past and how things changed over time. Reconstructing and
interpreting historical events provides a needed perspective in addressing the past, the present,
and the future. In KML Federation schools, the content, concepts, and skills related to history
may be taught in units and courses in United States and world history, global studies, geography,
economics, anthropology, sociology, psychology, current events, and the humanities.

C. Political Science and Citizenship: Power, Authority,
Governance, and Responsibility

Content Standard

Students in the KML Federation will learn about political science and political systems necessary
for developing God-pleasing civic responsibility by studying the history and contemporary uses
of power, authority, and governance.

Rationale

Knowledge about the structures of power, authority, and governance, (in light of Romans 13:1,
“Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except that
which God established.”) and their functions in contemporary society is essential if young
citizens are to develop civic responsibility. Young people become more effective citizens and
problem solvers when they recognize their dual citizenship in both God’s world and man’s
world.  Students will know how local, state, national governments, and international
organizations function and interact. In KML Federation schools, the content, concepts, and skills
related to political science may be taught in units and courses dealing with government, history,
law, political science, global studies, civics, and current events.

D. Economics: Production, Distribution, Exchange, Consumption

Content Standard
Students in the KML Federation will learn about production, distribution, exchange, and
consumption so that they can make informed economic decisions as Christian stewards.

Rationale

The study of economics leads students to appreciate the importance of wise decision-making as
they become stewards of the resources God has given them. Individuals, families, businesses,
and governments must make complex economic choices as they decide what goods and services
to provide and how to allocate limits resources for distribution and consumption. In a global
economy marked by rapid technological change, students must learn how to be better producers,
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consumers, and economic citizens. In the KML Federation schools, the content, concepts, and
skills related to economics may be taught in units and courses including economics, history,
government, global studies, and current events.
